Memorable Moments in Diocesan History - 1820 Bicentennial 2020 — 200 years

In the early twentieth century, Virginia’s Catholics were also challenged by increasing
diversity in their own ranks. Eastern Rite Catholics from Europe and the Middle East were
immigrating in larger numbers. Although earlier Virginia bishops had discriminated
against Eastern Rite Catholics because they had been uncomfortable with their distinctive
liturgy (not in Latin) and distinctive customs (such as married priests), Bishop O’Connell
between 1915 and 1917 established permanent parishes for this community and gave it a
home in Virginia.
