Memorable Moments in Diocesan History - 1820 Bicentennial 2020 – 200 years 
Contrary to popular belief, the Ku Klux Klan reached the height of its power and influence 

not in the 19th century but in the 1920s.  In addition to terrorizing African Americans, the 

K.K.K. focused on intimidating immigrants and fighting the Catholic Church.  For these 

reasons, the 1920s were a difficult decade for Virginia Catholics.  In fact, in May 1922, 

arsonists even attempted to burn down the Catholic mission church in Portsmouth, 

Virginia’s Cradock district.
