Bishop Russell enthusiastically supported the work of the Second Vatican Council, whose reforms 

in many ways he had already anticipated in our diocese.  His primary role in the council itself was 

to advocate on behalf of the laity and on behalf of worship in the vernacular.  His main moment on 

the council floor occurred when he spoke in favor of including a discussion of “the vocation of the 

laity to holiness” in the conciliar documents.  He also spoke in favor of permitting priests to recite 

the breviary in English, rather than Latin.
